Taking in the view, ramblings and updates from the northern part of the state

Movin' em out.. Like many folks that have ventured into the
world of working dogs we have found ourselves to be over
dogged. It's amazing how easily you can go from 2 dogs to 22
just in a matter of a few years. Over time we have found
that our idea of the perfect working dog has changed. Once
upon a time we were tickled with a dog that could go out and
help move or corral livestock. A dog that could fill in where
ever we needed them to be was invaluable. Now we want
more, I guess you could say, "We want it all!l” We want a dog
that is ready to help but then can take direction and do the
work on his own while using our commands to guide him
through his actions until the livestock end up exactly where
we want it. Now, we are the ones that want to just fill in and
help where needed, T guess you could say we are getting lazy
as our dogs are getting better.

This evolution of our requirements has brought about some
strict selection criteria. Examples; can the dog focus on the
livestock and still factor me in? Do they naturally find the
proper positions that give them not only a working advantage
but that also produce the results we are expecting?

We have found ourselves parting ways with many of the
young dogs we started with.

T thought I would share a note from Tanks' new owner.
Some may remember Wayne trialing Tank as a young dog.
Though still useful here around the farm, he no longer had
a place in our program, it was time for him to move on:
“Good morning, I was wondering what kind of dog food you
were feeding Tank? He doesn't seem to like the Taste of
the Wild that much, so I thought I would try to find him
what he does like. We went riding this morning out with
the cows, Tank brought them in for me, He needed a bit of
help from my horse to get them started but then he gained
confidence and did the rest for me. He is very fast, and
listens o me very well. We love this dog. My dad is hand
making him a wooden bed:; he does not do this kind of thing
for any animal. I think he really likes Tank as well.

Well, if you could get back to me on a good dog food Tank
would eat, I will try my best to find it here. Thank you so
much for a great dog. Sarah......"
